A new chapter has been added to the decades long scientific quest for
water on the moon. An instrument on the Chandrayaan-I, known as the
Moon Mineralogy Mapper, has detected unmistakable signs of water
molecules at many places on the surface of our celestial neighbour. Years
before humans set foot on the moon, scientists conjectured that there
might be water there. But when samples of lunar rock and soil, brought
back by the Apollo’s astronauts, were analyzed, the results dampened such
hopes. The moon appeared to be, in the words of one scientific paper,
“an exceedingly dry place”. The search for water on the moon, however,
revived in the 1990s when two US spacecrafts, the Clementine and the
Lunar Prospector, found evidence for what was said to be water in the
